F0/F2 and F0/F1/F2 of Neucleus use the method of extracting formants from speech sound.

Combined EAS

Combined EAS is used for subject who has residual hearing. Fortunately most of the partial hearing loss occur to the higher frequency sound, corresponds to base of the cochlea. The hearing aid acoustically amplifies low frequencies, while the cochlear implant electrically stimulates the middle and high frequencies. The inner ear processes acoustic and electric stimuli simultaneously.
